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Rector’s Column  
The various “quests for the historical Jesus” that have been undertaken since the nineteenth century 
have sometimes been compared by detractors as looking deep into a well and seeing one’s own 
reflection. The point may be overstated, but it is meant to suggest that we cannot know with any 
certainty what the Jesus who lived in first-century Roman-occupied Palestine as a practicing Jew was 
like; because no matter how much history we learn that is still not our own context. Even more 
importantly is the awareness that the gospel writers were not historians attempting to write 
biographies of Jesus as we understand that but were, rather, storytellers who spoke from their own 
theological contexts and perspectives. Moreover, they were, themselves, already a generation 
removed from the Jesus of history.  
 

And so we are apt to project onto Jesus the concerns of our own time and place: to see in him what 
we want or need to see. We look deep into the well of history and low and behold we see not only 
Jesus but ourselves reflected back. Discernment and the journey of faith is about sorting through 
which is which. 
 

Importantly, however, our faith in Jesus is not confined to the distant past—and this is crucial. We 
proclaim that Christ has died, Christ is risen and Christ will come again. Because of the resurrection 
we can say with full confidence that Christ is alive today—in this time and place. We can say that 
Jesus is still with us, continuing to make all things new. If we believe that, it suggests that our goal 
isn’t to gaze into a distant past but to enter into a relationship with the living Christ today—here and 
now.  
 

Similar challenges arise for the great saints of the Church, including St. Francis, but the solution is 
somewhat more complex. Trying to understand why Francis of Assisi (whose feast day is celebrated 
on October 4) was important in his own time and place is difficult enough. It is hard to separate out 
the man from the legend. But here, too, we try to ask the question of what this means for us today. 
How is the life of a man born more than eight hundred years ago in Umbria relevant to us?  
 

Part of the problem is that here, too, we are prone to look into a deep well and see ourselves. I think 
of Franco Zeffirelli’s 1972 film about Francis, Brother Sun/Sister Moon, where Francis is portrayed 
almost as “flower child” of the 1970s. That is what I mean about looking into the well of history and 
seeing ourselves.  
 

The problem for us is that it is no easier to get to the historical Francesco of Assisi than it is to get 
to the historical Jesus. If we are animal lovers we are wont to see Francis as a kind of Dr. Doolittle 
who talks with the animals and walks with the animals. If we are environmentalists we are prone to 
imagine Francis inviting us to face the inconvenient truths about our planet, and to respond as 
faithful stewards of all God’s good gifts. If we are feeling particularly rebellious against our parents it 



is fun to remember Francis embarrassing his father in the public square by stripping off his clothes 
and telling the old man that from that day forward only God would be his Father. If our passion is 
social justice, it is Francis’ commitment to the poor and the lepers of his day that we emphasize. All 
of these, of course, provide hints and insights into the man.  And yet in some ways he still remains 
ever elusive to us. All of them are right and yet none of these caricatures contains the whole truth.  
 

It is helpful, I think, to remember that we do not worship Francis (or Clare, or any of the saints) but 
rather look to them to see how they were lights to their generation—and to pray that we might be 
lights to our time and place. That means at least in part that the goal is not to try to be just like 
Francis so much as it is to see how Francis was faithful to Jesus in his own day and then, inspired by 
his witness and example, to try in our own time and place to be uniquely whom God has called us to 
be. We cannot plop St. Francis from Assisi into Holden but we can pay attention to his life and in so 
doing find the courage and will to more closely follow Jesus in our own day.  
 

Francis prayed in the broken-down church of San Damiano to know God’s will for his life. The words 
he heard in his meditations are, I believe, words every generation must discover anew. “Re-build my 
church.” The speaker, of course, is our crucified and risen Lord. It is Christ that we worship; Christ 
who binds together the Church across time and space. It is Christ who is the Church’s one foundation.  
 

Moreover, the Church in every age is “under repair” and must be re-built. The goal isn’t a restoration 
process—to make the Church what it was in some supposed golden-age. (Not first-century Palestine, 
nor thirteenth-century Umbria, nor sixteenth-century England, nor the mid-twentieth century 
America.) The goal is to re-build the Church in ways that serve Christ today—that equip the saints in 
our time to be lights in our own generation. It is to find courage and strength that comes to us from 
across the ages, for the living of these days.  
 

How, then, is God calling each of us to share in the work of re-building the Church in ways that serve 
the world and spread the gospel in this time and place? As we begin to answer that question together, 
I believe we will be not only honoring St. Francis, but serving Christ.
